The adaptors are used in new construction installations involving fluted metal decks with a minimum 2-1/2 in. 
(63.5 mm) concrete topping. The adaptor is available in sizes to accommodate single or multiple penetrants 
from 1-1/2 in. up to 6 in. total diameter (38.1 mm to 152.4 mm).

2. Applications     The 3M™ Fire Barrier Cast-In Device Metal Deck Adaptor is used in conjunction both metallic and non-metallic 
3M™ Fire Barrier Cast-In Devices on fluted steel pan decks with a minimum 2-1/2 in. (63.5 mm) concrete topping. 3M™ Fire Barrier Cast-In 
Device Metal Deck Adaptor may be used for most 3M™ Fire Barrier Cast-In Device applications. Consult  3M™ Fire Barrier Cast-In Device 
Metal Deck Adaptor Installation Guide (supplied with each device) and listed system details for exact type of penetrants covered and hourly ratings.

3.  Specifications     Installation shall be in strict accordance with 
manufacturer's written instructions, as shown on approved shop drawings. When 
properly installed, these through-penetration firestops help resist the spread of 
fire, smoke and other gases and help maintain the original fire resistance rating 
of the construction assembly that has been penetrated.  3M™ Fire Barrier Cast-In 
Device Metal Deck Adaptor shall be used in conjunction with 3M™ Fire Barrier 
Cast-In Devices. 3M™ Fire Barrier Cast-In Metal Deck Adaptor shall be listed by 
independent test agencies such as UL, Intertek, or FM and shall be tested under 
the pass/fail requirements of ASTM E 814 (UL 1479) Standard Test Method for 
Fire Tests of Penetration Firestop Systems. Suitability for the intended application 
should be determined prior to installation.

Shelf Life Product shelf life is indefinite when stored in original unopened packaging in a dry warehouse environment.

Typical Installation See illustrations. Installation requires reciprocating saw, oxyacetylene torch or similar device to cut deck section, bugle
head or pan head screws and phillips-style screwdriver to secure adaptor to deck, pliers (optional) to adjust device height to depth of concrete pour and 
hammer to knock out device cap prior to sliding penetrant through the device.
