2 Level the floor box

» Temporarily store low voltage divider in box.
< Attach protective cover using the screws provided. DO NOT over torque.
» Use the elevation screws @ and the bullseye level @on the protective
cover to level the box.
NOTE: The top of the floor box should extend above the level of the
poured concrete to accommodate additional flooring. The floor box
can be cut flush after flooring is installed.
» Slots can be used to secure floor box to rebar.
» Pour concrete and let it cure.

3 Adjust floor box height flush with floor.
+ Install flooring if any.

4 When combining low voltage and line voltage devices, install the divider.
