
Step 1 - Support both ends of the CRLMIP on each side of the 
through hole prior to assembling a CRLM. Assemble anchor into 
the appropriate hole in the Insert Plate using a hammer (see 
markings on the Insert Plate denoting threaded rod size). The 
Insert Plate features two holes per threaded rod size and the Insert 
Plate can be flipped to ensure proper installation for any situation. 
Ensure that the anchor is straight vertically after installation.

Step 2 - Assemble the necessary metal decking (3" max height).

Step 4 - Assemble anchor into the hole in 
the decking. Secure the Insert Plate to the 
metal decking using self-drilling screws [e.g. 
nVent CADDY SMS8] or using a nail gun.
