INSTALLATION WITH EMERGENCY BATTERY BACKUP
Take out the Emergency Battery Backup (EMBB) driver 
(DRI-21-EMGR-DC-D10) and snap in the MC cable from the EMBB 
into the junction box. Fasten the downlight MC cable to the 
junction box. In the junction box, use wire nuts to do the wire 
connections as illustrated in the diagram below. Make sure EMBB is 
grounded.
